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Have Regrets 
 
     I tend to be a creature of habit.  I find a routine that works for me and I tend to stick with it.  Iôm not the only one 

who does this.  Most people are this way.  For instance, thereôs a certain time in the morning that I go to the gym be-

cause it works for me.  And I always see the same people there because that time seems to work for them too.  And be-

cause I always see the same people, Iôve come to know some of them.  In fact, Iôve come to consider some of them 

friends who I will exercise with from time to time.  Luis is one of those guys.  Luis was recently baptized as a symbol of 

his new-found commitment to Christ.  Heôs a single dad with a 6 year old soné but he wants to be married.   

     And just this morning, I saw he and a girl looking at one another as if each knew the other.  And thatôs when he told 

me that they used to date, but that heôd broken up with her about a year and a half ago and hasnôt spoken with her since.  

This is what I would call an awkward situation.  The kind of situation that most people would not want to find them-

selves in.  And though he was nervous, he was almost chomping at the bit to talk with her.   

     Once he mustered up the courage, they spoke for about fifteen minutes before he returned.  From their conversation 

he learned that within the year and a half that they were apart, sheôd become pregnant with a child who was now three 

months old.  And thatôs when he told me, ñYou know, I really donôt know why I ever broke up with her.  I guess I was 

just stupid, because she is such a good girl.ò  And after he expressed all the ways that she was good, he said, ñI really 

regret breaking up with her.ò 

     I hear people say all the time that they have no regrets.  I hear people offer advice saying that we should never have 

regrets.  And, I get it.  These folks believe that we should never regret the bad decisions we makeé or the bad things 

we do because those bad decisions ultimately help to make us who we are today.  And that is certainly true.  But I say 

that it is good to have regrets.  After all, regret is often the feeling that comes before repentance.  We feel regret when 

we are truly sorry for the ñnot-so-goodò things weôve done, said, thought, or felt.  If we are truly sorry for what weôve 

done or said, then we will most certainly feel regreté and having a feeling of regret means that weôve learned from our 

mistakes.  Regret is the feeling we get when weôve acknoledged the error of our waysé it means we have a con-

scienceé and it means that within us there is a real desire to make a change for the better.  We all make mistakes.  We 

all make bad decisions.  We all make poor choices.  So we should all have at least felt regret more than a few times in 

our lives.  Because regret is a sign that we really do want to grow from our mistakesé and thatôs an essential part of 

repentance.  So, I say have regretsé and then grow from them.
